Since its establishment in 2009, the
University has carved a niche for itself in the field of higher education in the state of Bihar and
country as well. Most significantly the University has also made its representation at various
international platforms through participation of faculty members in conferences, workshops, etc.
Hence the motto of the University i.e “collective reasoning” is not just restricted to India, it is already
spread to many countries in the world. Of course, the main stake-holders behind exponential growth
of the University is the entire CUSB fraternity comprising of abled administrative leaders, faculty
members, students and staff.

| am quite pleased to share that the University has received recognition from the statutory bodies
for offering technical and professional courses. The All India Council for Technical Education (AICTE )
has given its nod to offer the ongoing M.Tech in Computer Science programme. The University got
the approval for running the ongoing 4-year Integrated BA B.Ed & BSc B.Ed programmes from the
National Council for Teacher Education (NCTE). Similarly, the Bar Council of India (BCl) approved the
ongoing 5-year Integrated BA LLB (Hons) & BSc LLB (Hons) programmes run by the university.
Thereby, making the University eligible to apply for NAAC accreditation. | am happy to inform that
the University has successfully applied to NAAC and we are expecting to be assessed and accredited
with a good grade by the end of January, 2016.

In these five years, the University’s academic curriculum, which started with MA in Development
Studies programme in 2009, today offers a variety of courses. In these years, five undergraduate
programmes, 16 postgraduate programmes and Integrated MPhil-PhD programmes in many
disciplines have been added. In fact, many of the passed out students have made successful career
in their respective fields and are valuable assets for the University. The major achievement this year
is several students got placements / job opportunities in different organisations. From the academic
session 2015-16 the University has started the B.Voc (Arts & Crafts) programme under the School of
Vocational Studies with the aim to preserve the age-old culture and tradition of arts and crafts in the
country. With this course the University intends to bring the skilled artisans at a big platform, where
they can share their creative work with the nation. The students enrolled in this course can achieve
self-confidence and get appropriate jobs and even become good entrepreneurs. | am also proud to
mention that during this period many of the faculty members have received grants from various
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sources like UGC, SERB, BARC, DST, IBM, etc. for running the research projects and the research
work is going on very successfully.

One of the major and most awaited achievement of the University has been the commencement of
the infrastructure development work at University’s 300 acres land at Panchanpur in Gaya. Although
the Bhoomi Pujan and Campus foundation laying ceremony by Smt. Meira Kumar, the Hon’ble
Chancellor was done on 27th February, 2014, it was after a gap of approximate 18 months, finally
the foundation stones of seven-buildings were laid down by Smt. Smriti Zubin Irani, the Hon’ble
Minister Human Resource Development on 31st August, 2015. As of now, the boundary wall
construction work is almost completed and the building construction work is in full swing. We are
hoping to function from our own campus at Panchanpur from 2016-17 session. Funds are available
for infrastructure development work with the University, but not sufficient for completion of next
phases of work. We are looking ahead for receiving adequate fund from the University Grants
Commission (UGC).

Despite challenges faced during it's five years journey, full of roller-caster rides, CUSB is quite
optimistic and looking forward to accept the challenges and proceed ahead on the path of academic
excellence. With our state-of-the art laboratories, teaching pedagogies practiced by faculty members
and highly energized students, CUSB is poised to achieve new heights in the coming time. And, once
the University shifts into its own eco-friendly campus amidst soothing environs, it would surely
evolve itself as a ‘centre for excellence’ to serve the nation in many ways.

The following are the major achievements of the University during the period 2014-15 at a glance:-

Accreditation from AICTE — The University received the recognition from AICTE (All India
Council for Technical Education) to offer the ongoing M.Tech in Computer Science
programme.

Accreditation from NCTE - The University got the recognition from NCTE (National Council
for Teacher Education) for the ongoing four-year integrated BA B.Ed & BSc B.Ed
programmes.

Accreditation from BClI — The Bar Council of India (BCl) recognised the ongoing five-year
Integrated BA LLB (Hons) & BSc LLB (Hons) programmes offered by the university.

New Academic Programme — B.Voc (Arts & Crafts) has been introduced under School of
Vocational Studies from 2015-16 academic session.

CUBET- For the first time the University successfully conducted the online entrance test
CUBET (Central University of Bihar Entrance Test) on May 30 & 31, 2014. The entrance test
was held for admission to undergraduate, postgraduate and Integrated MPhil-PhD
programmes offered by the university for academic session 2014-15. A total of 2127
candidates appeared in the online test conducted at 15 different centres across the country
including Bihar and other states.

Faculty Achievements — The faculty members have received grants from various funding
agencies such as UGC, SERB, BARC, DST, IBM, DAE-BRNS, DBT etc.

Placements — Many students of CUSB got job placements in renowned organisations of the
country with a handsome salary package. Azim Premji Foundation, Care India (NGO), Carbon
Check (India), etc. are the few of the famous organisations where CUSB students joined at
different positions.

Fellowships — Several students of the University received national fellowships by cracking /
qualifying in prestigious tests. CUSB students qualified in SRF (Senior Research Fellowship),
GATE (Graduate Aptitude Test in Engineering), UGC — JRF (Junior Research Fellowship) / NET
(National Eligibility Test), Gandhi Fellowship are few among many other fellowships.

Infrastructure Development — The boundary wall construction work at CUSB’s 300 acres
permanent campus started is almost complete. The construction work of University
buildings is under progress.

Central University of South Bihar at a glance

The Central University of South Bihar (CUSB) is one among the sixteen newly established Central
Universities by the Government of India under the Central Universities Act, 2009 (section 25 of
2009). The University is currently located in two campuses: Patna Campus (Birla Institute of
Technology, PO: B. V. College, Patna — 800 014); and, Gaya Campus (Vinova Nagar, Chandauti,
Magadh Medical College, Ward No. 29, Gaya - 823 001). The permanent campus is coming up at
Panchanpur, about 12 kms away from Gaya.

Objectives
As stated in Section 5 of the Act, the objective of the University shall be:

“... to disseminate and advance knowledge by providing instructional and research facilities
in such branches of learning as it may deem fit; to make special provisions for integrated courses in
humanities, social sciences, and technology in its educational programmes; to take appropriate
measures for promoting innovations in teaching-learning process and inter-disciplinary studies and
research; to educate and train manpower for the development of the country; to establish linkages
with industries for the promotion of science and technology, and to pay special attention to the
improvement of the social and economic conditions and welfare of the people, their intellectual,
academic and cultural development.”

A March Onward

On the recommendation of the Academic Council, the Executive Council of this University in its 2nd
meeting held on January 9, 2010 approved 14 Schools. Since its inception in 2009, in pursuance of its
objectives and considering the emerging needs of the society the University has grown up through
different academic programmes. It made a modest beginning by establishing the Centre for
Development Studies under the School of Social Sciences and Policy, which offers a 2-year Master of
Arts in Development Studies. In the following Academic Year 2010-11, University launched 5 more
PG programmes in Biotechnology, Computer Science, Environmental Science, Mathematics and
Statistics. Three more PG programmes namely, Bioinformatics, Communication & Media Studies and
Psychology were added in the Academic Year 2011-12. In the Academic Year 2012-13, seven new PG
programmes, namely, Life Science, Economics, English, Hindi, Political Science & International
Relations, Sociology and MTech in Computer Science were offered. In 2013-14, four new U.G
programmes namely, 5-year Integrated BA.LLB (Hons) and BSc.LLB (Hons) and 4-Year Integrated
BA.BEd and BSc.BEd programmes started along with Integrated MPhil-PhD Programme in
Bioinformatics, Biotechnology, Computer Science, Development Studies, Economics, Environmental
Science, Hindi, Life Science, Mathematics, Political Science & International Relations, and Statistics.

Salient Features of the Academic Programmes

(i) Semester System: Semester system is followed for all academic programmes to enlarge curricular
space and encourage accelerated learning opportunities. This system further enhances ability to
accommodate diverse choices that dynamic and motivated students may like to have. As per
requirements of an academic programme, decisions regarding student-faculty contact hours during
a semester in different programmes, developing the Credit system determining the quantum of
learning, time-distribution on class room work, elements of participatory teaching-learning process,
field-work, lab-work, and other curricular work are taken by the academic bodies of the University.
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(ii) Choice Based Credit System (CBCS) : Choice Based Credits System (CBCS) has some unique
features like enhanced learning opportunities, ability to match student’s scholastic needs and
aspirations, horizontal intra and inter School/Centre mobility of students, inter-institutional
transferability of students, improvement in educational quality and excellence, flexibility for working
students to complete the programme over an extended period of time, innovation and
comparability of educational programmes across the country. CBCS will facilitate vertical integration
of knowledge and holistic development.

(iii) Evaluation System: ‘Continuous Internal Evaluation’ is the central feature of the evaluation
system of this University. A teacher who offers the course is the best person to assess
performance of the students. However, there is an End-semester evaluation, and to ensure
transparency, fair-play and accountability, appropriate mechanisms have been devised.

(iv) Infrastructure and ambience: All appropriate steps are taken to create and maintain
infrastructure for quality teaching and research as per requirements. All Science laboratories are
equipped with modern scientific gadgets and instruments with adequate funding support.

(v) Psychological Counselling and Guidance Services: Like physical health, mental health
determines efficiency and productivity. Mental health is critically important for teaching-learning
process, creativity, and congenial environment in academic institutions. The University adopts a
forward looking approach and institutes psychological counselling and guidance services for
students, faculty and employees. Innovative programmes like ‘Crises Intervention Programmes’
and ‘Community Mental Health Programme’ are planned to be developed. To facilitate learning,
the motto of ‘Learning Together’ is encouraged and practiced.

(vi) Governance: The University has been evolving dynamic and transparent governance and need
based capacity-building system. It is moving towards e-governance and continuous training of
the personnel to make the University system ‘user-friendly’. Thus, professional development of
educational administrators is a necessary component for the capacity building of the University
administration.

(vii) Planning, Monitoring and Evaluation: The Internal Quality Assurance Cell is to ensure
progressive improvement in efficiency of the University administration. The Planning,
Development and Monitoring Board (PDMB) with appropriate powers and functions is instituted
as per the guidelines of the UGC.

(viii) Admission and National Character: UGC guidelines are followed in the University admission
process. Efforts are made to have students from all over the country, and to achieve it admission
entrance test is conducted on an all India basis.

(ix) Central University of Bihar Entrance Test (CUBET) 2014: An online entrance test was conducted
though out India at different centres for admission to the various programmes offered in the
University on 30th & 31st May, 2014.
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Central University of South Bihar has developed a well-equipped fully automated central library in
both the campuses (Patna and Gaya) to cater the information requirements of students and faculty
for their academic accomplishments. The library has built a collection of more than 21,416 books
(Patna and Gaya) to support academic curriculum, teaching and research in various science and
social science subjects. All the books are barcoded and are organized on shelves using Dewey
Decimal Classification scheme. An Online Public Access Catalogue (OPAC) of library books along with
a Digital Library is made available for students, faculty members and officials on every computer in
the University premises.

Journals and Databases: The library subscribes to 103 quality print journals and magazines of
renowned publishers from across the world and more than 8,000 online journals. Being a member of
UGC-Infonet Digital Library Consortium, more than 4000 e-journals are available to the library from
Springer, Taylor & Francis, Annual Reviews, Project Muse, Wiley-Blackwell, Oxford University Press,
Cambridge University Press and Science Direct’s 10 subject collections from Elsevier Inc. Library also
subscribes to various e-journals packages i.e. IEEE (ASPP+ POP) from IEEE and ACM Digital Library
Package from ACM, USA for Computer Science, PsycARTICLES from American Psychological
Association (APA) for Psychological Sciences. Besides, library also subscribes to many online
databases, Manupatra - (full text database for Law), MathSciNet—a bibliographic database for
mathematical sciences; JSTOR - full-text database mainly for social sciences, Indiastat — a statistical
database for development studies; and, JCCC — a general purpose bibliographic database.

Library Services: The library is open from 9:00 am to 6:00 pm on all working days. Library services
include circulation (issue/return) of books, Inter-Library Loan through DELNET, New Delhi, Current
Awareness Service (CAS) for books and journals, photocopy etc. Using OPAC, users can search for
availability of books in library, current status of books, due date of return, reserve/hold book, etc.
Access to all electronic information resources is available for students, faculty and officials on their
computer within the university premises. Recently, access to these resources has been extended
through Virtual Private Network (VPN); faculty members can now access online resources from
anywhere. This facility is proposed to be extended, in near future, to students as well.

Computer Laborator

ICT Infrastructure: Computer system facilitates a common computational resource for the academic
programmes as well as computing resources in the University. The computer lab provides a central
computing facility to the students, teachers and staffs of the University for their assignments,
projects, dissertation and research related works. In computer lab, printing and scanning facilities
are provided.

Internet & Intranet: Internet connectivity is provided under the scheme of National Mission on
Education through Information and Communication Technology (NME-ICT) project of Government of
India. All computers are connected through 1 Gbps Internet connectivity. The Intranet network,
consisting of gigabyte Ethernet and OFC backbone provides connectivity to departments/centres,
library, class rooms and administration. World class networking product of CISCO has been installed
in campus network to provide stable and hassle free computing. All class rooms are equipped with
multimedia projector, desktop computer with Internet access.

Resources: At present there are 349 high performance computers in the University. All computers
are equipped with latest operating system and application software to cater to the academic needs.
Computers are protected by firewall and reliable antivirus software against computer virus, malware
and unauthorized access. University has licensed copies of software such SPSS, MATLAB, MINITAB,
MS-Office, Adobe Creative Suite, QuarkXPress, Quick Heal Admin console, KOHA, Windows 7
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Professional, Windows Server 2008 R, Red Hat Linux etc. The University has powerful online UPS to
protect the computer and other sensitive devices from power fluctuation and surge.

E-Learning Tool (A-View): Under the NME-ICT scheme, A-VIEW Classroom has been providing
opportunity to connect several universities together and creates virtual world for students. It also
acts as a Knowledge Café where students can discuss /chat about the lecture after the live class.

Website: A fully functional Website of the university has been developed. It is maintained and
updated regularly. URL of website is www.cub.ac.in

E-mail Facility: The University has powerful email system with group mail IDs of student and faculty.
Email Id at University website is provided to each student, faculty & staff.

Summer Internship

Classroom learning combined with field based practical knowledge and hands-on practice can make
the learning outcomes more robust and holistic. Considering the indispensable role of practice based
learning, the University has introduced Summer Internship for various programmes. Internship
provides opportunities for students to gain experience in their field, determine interest in a
particular career, create network of contacts, and in which they may gain course credits as well.
Summer Internship opportunities during the intervening period (during vacation) between the end
of 2nd and beginning of 3rd semester, may have duration of up to eight weeks. Students are
encouraged to identify, approach and finalize the institution/supervisor (within India only) well in
advance of Summer Internship, preferably on the recommendation of the Centre/Department.

Educational Tours

As per the course requirements educational tours are organized. University provides financial
assistance, if required, to students in the form of one-time to and fro non-AC sleeper class rail fair by
the shortest route. For routes not connected by railways, travel assistance equal to the actual bus
fare may be provided.

Hostel and Mess|

Limited hostel and limited mess facilities for students are available at present both Patna and Gaya
campuses. Separate hostels for boys and girls are maintained.

Health Centre

The University health centre provides treatment on a nominal fee for ordinary disorders and
ailments under the supervision of resident doctors.

Vidyarthi Mediclaim Policy

Vidyarthi Mediclaim for students is a unique policy of National Insurance Company designed to
provide health and personal accident cover to the students. All the students of the Central University
of South Bihar are insured under this scheme whereby they are eligible for cashless treatment in
authorized hospitals as well as for reimbursement of cost of treatment in other hospitals upto a limit
of Rs. 50,000.
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A number of Scholarship schemes are available for deserving and needy students as given below:

(i)

Merit Scholarship to CUBET / Semester Toppers: The University offers performance based Merit
Scholarship to CUBET/ semester toppers under each programme in the University. Merit
Scholarship @ Rs. 1,000 pm is awarded subject to minimum 75% class attendance in following
semester.

(ii) Merit-cum-Means Scholarship: The University encourages and supports meritorious students

who are in need of financial assistance to pursue their studies smoothly through merit-cum-
means scholarship. The scholarship is awarded in the form of waiver of tuition fee, upto 20% of
students in each programme.

(iii) GATE Scholarship: The University offers scholarship to its GATE qualified students admitted in

MTech programme. GATE qualified students are provided AICTE scholarship.

(iv) Earn While You Learn (EWYL) Scheme: EWYL is a unique scheme of the University aimed to

encourage and support students to make them self-reliant and also develop better cooperation
and leadership skills. Under the scheme, a student may be assigned a task for a maximum of 10
hours per week. This includes assistance in library, computer lab, laboratory, faculty,
centre/department, office, Placement section and other specific requirements. Students are also
provided with an experience certificate.

(v) Attendance Based Merit Scholarship: An innovative scheme to increase classroom attendance is

available for the students. Students achieving 100% attendance during a semester are provided
book(s) of their choice/need or reimbursed up to Rs. 1,000 at once.

Centre for Biological Sciences

The Centre for Biological Sciences (CBS) is currently offering Integrated M.Phil-Ph.D. and
Master’s level Programmes in Biotechnology, Bioinformatics and Life Science. These Programmes
include well-designed theory and practical courses. Innovation-based training is the key to train
students with a special emphasis on understanding the basic as well as modern concepts in
biological processes for pursuing research in frontier areas of Biological Sciences. Each of these three
programmes equip students with deep theoretical as well as practical understanding of different
aspects of Biological processes and promote them to take on an integrative approach for their
studies and research. Centre for Biological Sciences is equipped with state-of-the-art technology and
equipment that provide a stimulating environment for teaching and research.

Biotechnology

In the recent time, Biotechnology has emerged as a major thrust in the field of science and
technology having potential to boost the economy of several countries including India. The voice of
global Biotechnology in 21st century is to transfer the bio-based technology from “Lab to Land and
from Bench to Business” to bring the cost of bio-based commodities within the reach of common
man. Biotechnology department offers two-year postgraduate programme. It has interdisciplinary
approaches with participation of faculty/researchers across the University.

Lecture by UK based scientist Dr. Mumtaz Naiyer

Dr. Mumtaz Naiyer, Postdoctoral Scientist, Clinical and Experimental Sciences, Faculty of Medicine,
University of Southampton, United Kingdom delivered an invited lecture at University’s Patna
campus on December 2, 2014. In his talk on the topic, “NK Cell Signaling: Inhibition, Antagonism and
Peptide Mediated NK cell activation”, Dr. Naiyer highlighted the role of Natural Killer (NK) cells and
its significance for the Human body. Elaborating about the NK cells and its significance he said
Natural killer cells (NKs) are important part of the body’s defence system expressing both activating
as well as inhibitory molecules on their surface that enable the immune system to fight against viral
infections such as HIV and Hepatitis C as well as cancer. Referring to his current work he said our
focus is towards identifying a new drug. However, previous studies on peptide antagonism
highlighted the role of peptides VAPWNSFAL (FA) and VAPWNSAL (DA) in this new mechanism of NK
activation. Expressing his pleasure Dr. Rizwanul Haque, Head CBS thanked Dr. Naiyer for his lecture
and said the topic is quite pertinent is today’s context especially in India including city of Patna
where cases of Hepatitis C are increasing at an alarming rate. The work of Dr. Naiyer based on NK
cell is going to be very helpful in the scientific fraternity and the remedies of the people affected by
the killer diseases, said Dr. Haque.

University of Bihar (CUB) has
invited tender for construc-
tion of a boundary wall and
entrance plaza for its new
campus in Gaya.

CUB registrar Mohammed
Nehal said: “We expect that
the construction of the bound-
ary wall gets completed in six
to seven months. The first
phase of the construction
work, which includes four
school buildi hostels, em-

vice) invited the tender on be-
half of CUB last week. The
last date for submitting the
tender is July 7 for the con-
struction of the 7.8-km long
boundary wall and entrance

plaza.

Atpresent, CUB is running
from a rented building on the
Birla Institute of Technology
(BIT) Patna campus. The uni-
versity administration ex-
pects the construction of
the boundary wall to be com-
pleted within seven months
so that the first phase of the

ployees and officials quarters,
VC’s residence and health cen-
tres, will be ready in two years
so that the university can shift
to its new campus in Gaya.”

The estimated cost of the
construction of the first phase
is Rs 300 crore, which includes
Rs 11.74 crore for boundary
wall and entrance plaza. The
new campus of CUB is coming
up on 300 acres at Panchanpur
in Gaya.

In the first week of Febru-
ary this year, CUB was handed
over 300 acres of defence land

at the abandoned Panchanpur
airfield for the establishment
of the full-fledged permanent
campus. On February 27, for-
mer Lok Sabha Speaker and
CUB chancellor Meira Kumar
laid the foundation stone of
the new campus.

Students who had come for
taking admission for the post-
graduate courses at the uni-
versity were excited when in-
formed that CUB will shift to
the new campus within two
years.

Ankita Pandey, a student
seeking admission in the post-
graduate course, said: “T am
happy about the fact that at
least we can spend the last few
months on the new campus in
Gaya."

According to the architec-
ture design of the new cam-
pus, there will be provision of
four school buildings. At pres-

ent CUB runs 26 courses, in-
cluding four undergraduate
courses, six PhD and 16 post-
graduate programmes, with
around 500 students.

However, the university ad-
ministration has decided to
set up four schools to increase
the number of students and
courses.

CUB official Mohammed
Mudassir Alam said: “Eco-
friendly green campus, G+4 to
G+8 buildings according to
GRIHA ratings (green build-
ings rating system in India),
adequate use of solar energy
and biomass energy, water
bodies, fountains, rainwater
harvesting and underground
water treatment will be some
of the features of the new
Gaya campus.”

Solar and biomass energy
will also be used for street
lighting.
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
