The Tender Evaluation Committee will evaluate the Technical Bids and is fully
authorized to reject any tender on its satisfaction that the requirements are not met
for the complete needs of the Central University of South Bihar, Gaya Ji with regard
to the Committee. The decision of the Tender Evaluation Committee shall be final.
Only those tenders Technical Birds cleared by the Tender Evaluation Committee
shall be eligible for their Price Bid to be opened. Those successful tenderers for
whom the Envelop-C (Price Bid) is to be opened shall be duly intimated.

Clarification of Tenders :

11.1 During evaluation of tenders, the Registrar may at his discretion ask the
tenderer a clarification of its tender. The request for clarification and the
response shall be in writing. However, the tenderer is not permitted alter the
price (s) furnished in the Price Bid (Envelop-C). Any query related to bid may
be sent to email id reqistrar@cub.ac.in before the date of pre-bid meeting
and clarification to the same shall be uploaded on University’s website.
Tenderers are requested to visit the University’s website regularly.

11.2 Arithmetical errors will be rectified on the following basis. If there is a
discrepancy between the unit price and the total price (i.e. obtained by
multiplying the unit price and quality), the unit price shall prevail and the total
price shall be corrected. If the contractor does not accept the correction of
errors, its tender will be rejected. If there is a discrepancy between words and
figures, the amount in words will prevail.

The amount of earnest money, in the case of successful tenderer, shall be refunded
on successful completion of work. However E.M.D of unsuccessful tenderers will be
refunded after the award of the contract to the successful tenderer.

Central University of South Bihar, does not bind itself to accept the lowest or any
other tender, and reserves to itself the authority to reject any or all of the tenders
receive without the assignment of any reason and to negotiate with the tenderers.
